
The government sector administers and provides 
goods and services in health care, education, 
transportation, military and more. In 2016, the 
government sector contributed $175 BILLION to the 
state’s GDP, accounting for more than 10 percent of 
total state GDP.

CONCLUSION
Texas boasts a higher concentration of women working in 
government jobs compared to the nation.  The number of 
jobs held by Texas women working at the federal, state and 
local levels of government generates additional business 
activities that ultimately support nearly 2.2 MILLION JOBS in 
other industries throughout the state economy.
